
MAGIC CARPET SPIREA 
Spiraea japonica ‘Magic Carpet’ 

Height: 2’   Spread: 2’ 
 
Location: Zone 3, sun 
 
Shape: Compact, mounded 
 
Foliage: Golden-green w/ red tips,  
  reddish-brown in fall 
 
Notes: Vibrant red shoots emerge in spring 
and mature into rich bronze, red-tipped foliage. 
Clusters of deep pink flowers cover the plant in 
early summer and contrast nicely with the foli-
age. In fall the foliage takes on rich russet tones 
that remain colorful well into November.  

NEON FLASH SPIREA 
Spiraea japonica ‘Neon Flash’ 

Height: 3’  Spread: 3-5’ 
 
Location: Zone 4, sun to part shade 
 
Shape: Rounded, dense, broad 
 
Foliage: Green, dark burgundy in fall 
 
Notes:  New growth has a tinge of purple 
before turning green and is covered with cherry 
bright red flower clusters throughout the  
growing season.. Entire plant becomes dark 
burgundy with cold in autumn. Dense  
mounding habit is tidy and versatile, with high 
tolerance for snow damage.
